and—legislation.aspx , which will be the responsibility of the user, including but

not limited to:

e Physical distancing Order 26—2020 — outlines the mandatory physical
distancing requirement of at least two metres from every other person who is
not a member of the same household or cohort (June 26, 2020)

* Minimum mandatory isolation for 14 days for anyone who returned to or

entered Alberta from outside Canada, or are a close contact of someone with

COVID—19.

* Minimum mandatory isolation for 10 days for anyone who has a confirmed
case of COVID—19, or symptoms that are not related to a pre—existing ilIness
or health condition: cough, fever, shortness of breath, runny nose or sore
